The reception procedure for refugees and emigrants from
the GDR was discontinued on July 1, 1990. Marienfelde,
however, continued to operate as a reception center for
repatriates from Eastern Europe and the (former) Soviet
Union. Since 1964 the site had been a point of contact
for them on their way to the West. As their numbers
diminished, the grounds acquired a new purpose: Since
2010 the building has served as temporary housing for

people fleeing crisis and war zones in and outside of
Europe.
